A unique concept, the seventh edition of the Et Vogue l’Opéra Festival 
invites passengers to travel from the East to the West aboard the five
L’AUSTRAL, born along by a superb musical programme crafted by 
COMPAGNIE DU PONANT. 
 
 
 
The cruise offers an exceptional opportunity
internationally renowned artists from the world of opera and to meet them 
personally in privileged surroundings. 
Under the artistic leadership of bass-baritone and director Jean Vinciguerra 
(well known for his work on the big stage with the Opéra Bastille, Opéra 
Comique and Opéra de Monte-Carlo), this edition celebrates the 
Massenet centenary and pays homage to Rossini, Vivaldi, Verdi, Puccini, 
Bizet and Gounod, among others. 
 
From Suez to Venice, the cruise takes in the Cyclades before crossing the 
Corinth Canal to Itea and Parga (Greece), the stunning Kotor estuary 
(Montenegro) and then heads for Dubrovnik, Split and Rovinj (Croatia). It 
combines cultural discoveries with lectures and daily concerts onboard and 
ashore in venues hired exclusively for COMPAGNIE DU PONANT 
the courtyard of the Rector’s Palace in Dubrovnik and the Kamerlengo 
Fortress in Trogir in 2011. 
 
This year passengers will be treated to an exceptional evening of 
singing with a superb counter-tenor. They will cast off to discover a rarely
performed Vivaldi opera, La Senna Festeggiante
d'Hérin, and continue their journey with a concert bearing its 
featuring the great balalaika player Micha Tcherkassky and the mezzo
soprano Marie Kalinine.

Tutte, Rossini’s The Italian in Algiers and Madama Butterfly
programme, performed by renowned artists including Brigitte Hool, Aude 
Priya, Philippe Do and David Zobel.
